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Introduction
Students should be taught how to be successful writers. Writing is not an easy activity for a teacher and for students either. Taking into consideration the fact  that primary school graduates have low-level writing skills (according to the National Curriculum 3rd -4th learners complete  sentences  giving information about themselves:  interests, families, pets  using phrases and short sentences),  it is a rather complicated accomplishments for secondary school.  It is difficult but rewarding.
Writing is a complex skill to develop and master. Writing comprehension only develop when students are taught how to write and are given opportunities to practice these skills.
We need to develop writing skills with students because it is an essential part of language development. Communication in foreign languages is one of 10 KEY COMPETENCIES OF THE NEW UKRAINIAN SCHOOL [footnoteRef:1](the ability to understand adequately concepts expressed in a foreign language, to express both in speech and in writing the ideas, thoughts, feelings, facts and views. By listening, speaking, reading and writing in a broad range of societal and cultural contexts. The skills of direct activity and intercultural communication). Writing is included into external independent assessment. [1:  THE NEW UKRAINIAN SCHOOLCONCEPTUAL. PRINCIPLES OF SECONDRY SCHOOL REFORM,p.11] 

Pupils should develop competency in two areas: writing tools (spelling, vocabulary, grammar) and writing process (generating and organizing information).Students must require skills to write at length, with accurate spelling and punctuation. They should be taught the correct use of grammar. The writing they do should include narratives, explanations, descriptions, comparisons, summaries and evaluations. 
This textbook contains information and handouts that can be used for teaching writing tools and writing process on different stages of learning. The main aim is to help teachers to organize writing activities based on visual, auditory and kinesthetic elements that give students possibility to acquire necessary spelling, grammar, punctuation , vocabulary skills  they need to fulfill their writing process . The process that is based on interaction, mutual respect and individual abilities .The writing process that motivates to develop.

[bookmark: _Toc31908080][bookmark: _Toc31963874]Spelling and Handwriting. Visual elements
It is essential to develop pupils’ competence in spelling and handwriting. Writing down ideas fluently depends on effective transcription: that is, on spelling quickly and accurately through knowing the relationship between sounds and letters (phonics) and understanding the morphology (word structure), grammar, punctuation and  writing process as well.  The process of teaching writing should include close association of visual, auditory and kinesthetic elements.
 	For developing visual memory we can use visual cues or images, mnemonic devices, written on our school board, typed on a paper or displayed on the screen. They can be an image, a letter, letter clusters, words, phrases or collocations, phrasal verbs, word patterns, tables illustrating word formation (Appendix 1), articles or letters, texts or stories, “keys” (mnemonics) to remember some pronunciation, vocabulary or grammar. 
	We can organize different forms of training writing based on visual cues.

  “Picture dictation”: teacher shows a picture (an image), students write down the name of it competing in two groups.
 “Name the picture”: students label the given pictures in small groups, and then read the words.

	 A lot of activities based on visual elements can be done .They help students have less boring writing, develop some automatic skills for the basic writing mechanics. As many students have substantial strengths in visual imagination, the visual images are very useful.

Auditory memory is an ability to retain and recall information we hear.  It allows students to process and understand longer, more complex instructions, attend and listen and acquire new information.  Including auditory elements into writing   leads to successful result in listening part at external independent assessment, develops memory and writing mechanics. Auditory association is an important prerequisite skill to spelling. The students hear, say and write. For development auditory memory we can listen to songs on theme we study, class CDs, movie fragments or cartoons, teacher’s or students’ performing, using legal sites providing information and tasks for training learners. Teachers must be interested in doing listening and never skip listening tasks in students’ textbooks.    Exercises based on auditory elements for developing writing skills can be the following:
“Expanding sentences” (It is also known as a “Snowball”)
The task is to add information to each other’s ideas and write it.  Doing it students can even make some interesting stories. It looks like a brainstorm with further writing on the board (one person) and in students’ exercise books.

  This is a great activity as it also helps the students learn how to extract  key pieces of information. They can use their notes to tell. 
[bookmark: ID_1]	Speedy dictation
· Tell the learners that you will read a short dialogue to them – only once.  They must listen without writing – but as soon as the dialogue is finished they should write down whatever they can remember.
· When individuals have finished writing they get together in small groups and see if they can work out the original conversation.
· They can compare what they wrote with the original (text or on tape).
· Start orally - rather than with the printed text.
Dictation (teacher’s voice is something students are used to hearing. Record on tape will be more efficient).
	 Quizzes, games from The Internet resources are very helpful too. Thanks to British Council   we have precious materials for training learners writing skills using auditory elements. All we need is to press British Council kids or British Council teens and we’ll have set of activities including videos and tasks (Appendix 11). Before using the materials, teacher must check if there is an Internet connection and print out the tasks.
All in all, writing activities based on auditory elements help students to develop perception of hearing, develop some automatic skills for the basic writing mechanics. As there are students with substantial strengths in auditory perception, we can say that the auditory elements are very useful in acquiring writing skills.

	Kinesthetic activities are important for all learners. If students learn with all their senses they remember more information. Kinesthetic activities ingrain learning material into long-term memory. Teachers need to organize the process of learning when students are engaged in a kinesthetic activity: move, touch, interact. Teachers should activate kinesthetic intelligence. We can organize different forms of training writing based on kinesthetic activities from discussion the ides (in groups) to writing them down or presentation of the discussed and written ideas in pair or groups. For example, 
“Magic box”:  every student writes one word from vocabulary list on a separate card, teacher collects the students’ card in a prepared box that is called “Magic”. Then every student pulls one card from the box and explains the meaning of the word: tells describing it in other words, draws in the air or use gestures, the other students guess the word.
	“Find a partner”: every student is given a card (a part of word combination /phrase/sentence). The task is to find the other student with the part that matches. Students move from their place in a circle, find the partner, when the teacher gives the signal of   finish, they stay in pairs, read, then write down.
	“Unscramble sentences”:  sitting in different groups, student get separate words of the sentences, the task is to complete the sentence and write it on the team’s part of the blackboard (poster). The winner is the group with more correct sentences written on the board (poster). The sentences can follow in order and serve as an example for writing a review of the book. If we want to complete the story, we must be sure that students know all necessary vocabulary. Maybe such words were in the text that students have already read in the class or are given in vocabulary box and students have already been trained in using them. It’s very important not to make a surprise by giving a huge amount of unknown words.  Suggesting the visual scheme of the Passive voice structure, we can also practice grammar skills. Grammar points shouldn’t be new either, they are to be developed. So, grammar scheme can be the following:

	“Inside-outside circle”: students are divided into two groups according to the number (odd or even), colour of the card (they have pulled) or tongue twister, then one group form inside circle, the other outside circle. The participants stay face to face in two circles. Students from inner circle ask the written questions and write down the given answers gathering information about the group. Students   from outer circle give the answers making some notes too but about themselves. So the performers have some notes for speaking and writing a composition.  They can present the information they collected in the class orally, following the questions the participants answered, they can write a story that is completed in proper order (planning). It’s a nice activity for students, they like performing, but they must be taught to make notes and use them. 
“Inside-outside circle” must base on vocabulary, grammar and topic students are studying.
For example, while studying “Travelling” in the 6th form we can organize this activity in such way.

· [bookmark: _Toc31657560][bookmark: _Toc31657949][bookmark: _Toc31908099][bookmark: _Toc31963893]In many cases this involves only one student actually putting pen to paper but all the students contributing through ideas, discussion on content and language, and checking through the final product before refining, editing and improving.

	Jigsaw can be a cooperative  writing  activity that enables each student of a "home" group to specialize in one aspect of a topic .
	As we can see writing activities based on kinesthetic elements help to produce speaking and writing its majesty long essay (the hardest activity for reluctant writers). 
 Moreover, to develop competency in writing tools (spelling, vocabulary, grammar)   we need to integrate all senses: visual, auditory and kinesthetic. All of these perceptions together are required for the successful product – writing an essay or a letter.

Computer technology has captured our daily lives in different areas.  It is becoming increasingly difficult to imagine a world without the Internet, mobile technologies, automation of various industrial processes and services.
 The current stage of development of foreign language teaching methods in educational institutions is also connected with the development of high technologies and their penetration into education.  
New technology caused new type of intelligence – digital. This perception is characterized by several abilities, especially cognitive.  Students think logically and adapt to a new situation. Digital intelligence is the ability that is related to digital technologies.  It is not only the skill that relies on using gadgets; it’s a relative ability of both   learners and technology. It is the ability to acquire and apply new knowledge. Students need an instruction and must be taught to understand, characterize, evaluate. Digital intelligence combines knowledge, ways of knowing and the ability to interact. It’s trained through classroom instruction and integration. Students may know the word or the sentence but they need more time to represent it. They   appreciate logic, love details and are under influence of the information from the Internet; they need support of their gadgets while acting. They need engagement with online multimedia. Learning online gives them a chance to estimate their abilities; it can motivate them to self-education. Learning online has a lot of pros: it provides privacy and students are not afraid of making mistakes. Google suggests a lot of language learning sites online, such as:  BBC  Learning  English (www.bbc.co.uk/learningenglish), Bussu (www.bussuu.com/en), Duolingo (www.duolingo.com) ,  Lang8  (www.lang-8.com ),  British  Council  LearnEnglish (www.learneglish.britishcouncil.org/ ). The activities can be classified into such types: vocabulary, grammar, writing and so on. Such site provides a wide range of exercises for training writing and tests. What is more, students can choose the level of studying according to their abilities:  beginner, pre-intermediate, intermediate, upper-mediate and advanced. The role of teacher is to motivate students to use their gadgets for studying not for entertaining.

	Writing process relates to gathering or generating ideas and organizing them.  The International Reading Association and the National Council of Teachers of English developed 12 broad, overarching standards to highlight   ideal language and literacy outcomes. According to these standards, literacy instruction should develop students’ skills so that they can generate ideas and questions and then gather, evaluate, and synthesize date from a variety of sources. Instruction should allow students to adjust their writing for a variety of audiences and a number of different purposes.
	  Ukrainian students of secondary school must be taught or it’s better to say must be trained writing.  The teacher’s role is    immense in the process of writing; a teacher should be a so-called guide who knows all students’ abilities   and leads them to the final destination (to creating their own pieces of writing).They must pass through planning, organizing ideas, writing drafts, editing drafts at least twice together.  Students need constant assistance when they are training.  Associations with visual, auditory, kinesthetic elements help a lot in the process.  Writing process must base on support (Teacher –Students, Student-Student, and Student-Students), sharing ideas and collaboration. A skilled, systematic instruction is an essential part of this process. It doesn’t matter what piece of writing it is – a short message or a letter containing 100-150 words. At each level, learners need an exact instruction and model, a lot of practice to transform the activity into automatic skill. They should build on what they have been taught to expand the range of their writing, the variety of the grammar and vocabulary they use. Different types of writing are based on different structure.
	Very few students are enthusiastic about writing. Teacher can develop writing skills step by step when students are in junior classes of secondary school and it’s the happiest variant. But what must you do when your   senior students   who are going to pass an English exam, know nothing about writing (except coping ready assays from the Internet) and are afraid of writing   according to long instructions? The possible solution to this problem could be shared writing. 
[bookmark: _Toc31908103][bookmark: _Toc31963897]Instruction .  Shared Writing
	First of all, students should be used to stages of writing. Teacher can use the visual   element “POWER”: each letter reminds learners of   the following step.
· P- Plan the paper
· O- Organize the ideas
· W- Write the draft
· E- Edit the draft: look for mistakes and correct them 
· R- revise the paper &improve
What about instruction? Students should be explained that an instruction is a plan of their writing; the longer instruction, the more ideas they are given. Students must follow the instruction if they want to carry out their task. They must be taught to understand it.  For example, after giving the instructions to children, the teacher asks to read and highlight the keywords - data they must write about.

When it is completed, it can have the following image:

	Shared writing can help a lot in developing skills of writing.  It is an integrating process of   different thoughts based on different kinds of perception; visual -  students see sentences written on the blackboard or paper, auditory – students listen to their friend’s ideas and kinesthetic elements- students come  to the blackboard or poster to  write their idea.
	The final creation of shared writing can serve as an example of the letter. Shared writing is based on ideas or thoughts of all participants of the activity. A student shares an idea about something and a teacher models how it creates a sentence. In our case, when learners are students of secondary school, not only teacher may write sentences on the board but also skilled students.  The benefits of this activity are obvious:
· all learners are engaged into process of writing according to their abilities and skills and perceptions;
· all participants can brainstorm  ideas and thoughts;
· students have  examples of exact writing tools(correct spelling, vocabulary and grammar structures);
· learners have an example of writing a letter , that is their own creation.

What to do if students aren’t given an instruction, don’t have any thoughts or aren’t able to generate any ideas.  Then teacher can suggest some prompts on theme student are learning. What is a prompt?  A prompt is a word or words said to an actor in a play, to help them remember what to 
say  [footnoteRef:3] .   English Language teachers use a prompt as a topic around which students start writing ideas.  It should be connected with the theme, match students’ age and interest , may contain  intrigue . For example, while studying theme “Clothes” teacher can suggest writing on the following prompt: “Why do many children like wearing jeans at school?”  or “What is fashion for me?”.  Teacher can find a lot of prompts on proper theme by visiting the site https://www.thoughtco.com/quick-writing-prompts-p2-2081846 . [3:  LONGMAN Exams Dictionary, p.1220] 

	 It is a very nice solution to use schemes, tables, triangles and other symbols for organizing ideas. They can be called organizers. Have your students draw a large, five pointed star on one side of a piece of paper. If you have already talked about topic sentences, ask each person to write the topic sentence for their paragraph in the center of the star. If you have not talked about topic sentences, this is the time to do it. You could also have your students simply write the topic of the paragraph in the middle of the star. Each of the arms of the star is for the details that will support the main idea. Challenge your students to write one sentence in each of the arms. Once those sentences are written, the paragraphs are practically finished. Show your students how to start a paragraph by indenting and then copying the six sentences that are inside the star. Finish the paragraph with a concluding sentence and the writing assignment is complete.[footnoteRef:4] [4:  https://busyteacher.org/11013-getting-kids-ready-to-write-4-easy-strategies.html] 

	We use the star organizer in the following way: students of the 5th form rewrite sentences they wrote on each hand and brainstorm the final sentence- conclusion.  The 6th formers can use the written sentences as key elements which they must expand and add a conclusion. The star can be drawn on a blackboard or on the poser, it can be held as shared writing.

There are three main types of letters/email that course  the writing style.
 1. Informal: a letter giving news; a letter giving advice; an email making/accepting/refusing invitation; thanking, congratulating, apologizing, expressing regret/sympathy; a letter asking for/giving information, a letter describing people/places/events( a letter to someone you know well and have a good relationship with).
2. Semi-formal:  any of the recalled previously letters (a letter/email to someone you know, but do not share cordial relationship with).       
3. Formal:  a letter applying for a post/course/job; an email asking/giving information; describing  objects; a letter making a complaint/apologizing/; a recommending/making suggestion letter/email; an inviting/accepting/refusing an invitation  letter; a letter to the editor ( it’s a business letter that  displays professional contacts ). 
Every letter has its structure and writing tools. As it has been told, students must write according to the instruction and they must be taught to understand it. They must understand the imaginary situation they will write about. Two years ago one of my curious students (a boy) asked me what to do if he would apply for a position of a dancer in a theatre. I answered:” Imagine that you are a ballerina “. It’s very important to imagine the situation and the reader of you letter. Suggest your students a scheme:


[bookmark: _Toc31963901]Helpful hints	
Teacher should give clues to students till they are skilled writes. Helpful hints can be written or printed out (visual element). The task of the letter must be read in loud voice (auditory element) for better understanding. Students must underline key words. It is very important to write the piece of proper writing in the class: teacher can see abilities and difficulties of learners, how they can use helpful hints. They can discuss and do shared writing. For example, students have received an email from their English-speaking pen-friend.I need some money to buy a present for my parents, but I don’t know what to do. Have   you got any advice on what I can do to earn extra money?
